6. SHARE GATHERED INFORMATION
		Huxley packet shared with group was scanned or read by all.
It was determined that differences of opinion on scope.  Some believe monies are already given 
to the public and education sectors, some believe everything was to come from this single fund.  Some think that it is for multiple uses, some think it is for equipment in the Board of Commissioners hearing room.

It was also determined that differences of opinion on allowable expenses exist.  Some believe it is for all things needed within the program, some believe it is only for equipment and does not include labor.  Maintenance is an outstanding question.

Consensus that a single panel control  with essentially a ‘one click solution’ for recording/broadcasting the meeting is best as there no funds to employ others to monitor/ edit/ present the public meetings.  Weeks shared that current internet capabilities within the building are insufficient to broadcast.

Two information technology interns were present.  They were asked if they had any comments.  When asked if they understood County government they indicated that they did not.  When asked if they would utilize a broadcast recording area for content creation, they responded that they would.
