The meeting was called to order at 11:06 a.m.
Approval of minutes of January 7, 2014 was postponed until such minutes can be located.
Joanne Wasbauer presented the two year (2014-2017) Budget and Strategic Plan. She explained the STF/STO grant is used as match for the 5311 grant (match rate is 43.92% or 10.27%, depending on use) and 5310 grant (10.27%). 
The Coordinated Plan, which is a five-year look ahead, needs input from stakeholders and public. The last time this was done was 2007 and not enough stakeholders responded, so the 2009 redo by consultants added some.  The committee needs to set up stakeholder meetings with groups such as hospitals, RSVP, DHS, DSAC groups, NEMT providers, medical advisory councils, senior/activity centers, SWOCC, SCBEC, Jobs Program, Tolowa Nation, Curry Community Health and others to be determined. The committee also needs to conduct transit ridership polls and produce a survey.  Joanne Wasbauer and Kathy Bernhardt will write the Coordinated Plan with help from ODOT.  Joanne passed out copies of the 2007 plan.
Joanne announced that two diesel buses are due to be delivered in 2015 paid for by STIP funds, with possibly another five, 2 diesels and 3 gas powered, due in late 2015 to early 2016 paid for by FTA funds.
A motion was made by Beth Hidalgo to approve the STF Grant.  Tom Olsen seconded. Kathy Bernhardt moved to add we recommend approval by Board of Commissioners.  The motion passed unanimously.
